Our Easter season culminates with the glorious feast of Pentecost. We can imagine how incredible that moment 
was for the apostles and all who witnessed it. The Holy Spirit was alive and working. The Holy Spirit is just as alive 
and willing to work here and now in our day-to-day moments as back at our first Pentecost.  

 
Our First Reading bears witness to the first Pentecost. During this encounter 
with the Holy Spirit, the apostles and Mary felt a driving wind, there were 
tongues of fire on the heads of each of them and the Spirit allowed them to 
speak in different tongues proclaiming acts of God.
